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 School Uniform- Reminder 
Please ensure your child is wearing the correct school uniform. On none PE days, pupils must wear a Royal Blue Jumper,  
yellow polo shirt (NOT WHITE), Grey/Black Skirt or Trousers, black shoes. On PE days pupils are to wear their PE kit. We 
have introduced a simpler PE uniform for parents to reduce costs. This is the school yellow polo Shirt, school blue 
sweatshirt (as they usually wear) but then just wearing  black shorts/jogging bottoms and trainers.  If white t-shirts have 
been purchased they can still be worn.   
A polite reminder also that earrings are not allowed. Parents will be called to school and asked to remove them if this is 
the case.

    Wrap around Care  

Our wraparound care provision starts at 7.30am, the cost for breakfast  club is £5. This includes the childcare, activities 
and food.
